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Receiving Communion

Regularly sharing in Holy Communion is an important part of our identity as
Christian community.  New Communion Assistants have recently been

to know that the Church of England recognises good practice to be sharing
common cup (sipping wine from the chalice) rather than intinction (dipping the
wafer into the wine). The common cup witnesses to our unity in Chndtit
Fdzf FAE a4 (0KS O2YYlIYyR G2 aSFG GKAA oN
It is also clear that, at the Last Supper, Jesus gave the apostles the bread a
wine separately, with individual instructions concerning each element. These
are impotant spiritual aspects of communion. On a practical level, the common
cup is more hygienic, since fingers carry a higher level of bacterial and vir:
infection than lips, and the high alcohol content of the wine and the semi
precious metal of the chaliceeduce the danger of infection spreading via the
cup.

The practice of intincting was introduced in many places in 2009 with the
outbreak of swine flu. An alternative (and preferred) option at this time was to
receive the bread only. Previous practiceswainstituted in most churches, but

in our two churches, intincting seems to have continued. While it is neither
prohibited nor endorsed in scripture or by the church, it is always good to
review these matters in the light of biblical and theologicalaetion.

If you do still choose to intinct, then best practice is to receive the wafer
between your forefinger and thumb and hold it there until dipping only the
smallest amount of the wafer into the wine. If you choose to only receive &
wafer,beassMB R (G KI (0 GKS FdzZA f oSySFTAada 27
are offered when we receive either the bread or the wine.
